There ara three exciling parts to this funding and
newly created position. First, PHAN finally has a counsellor! Since it's be-
ginning, PHAM has not had the funding to hire a staff member solely de-
voled to counselling. Although many =taff members have picked up pieces
of this job, they have had other responsibilities as well. Therefore, there
was often an inconsistency in services, as well as a lack of them,

Secondly, PHAN will now be able (o provide services that focus specifi-
cally on the unmet needs of multicultural clients, in particular, new immi-
grants. As indicated in our existing client data, the majority of intakes cur-
rently conducted are with new immigrants. Some of whom were diagnosed
prior to coming to Canada, while olhers have been more recently diag-
nosed. Many of our clients who are new immigrants faca multiple barriars,
including housing issues, a lack of health coverage for medical care and
drugs, sligma and isolation within their communities, and a lack of fluency in
the English language.

One of the largest problems within the immigrant community is a lack of
available services: either due to language barriers, a lack of spacialization in
HIVIAIDS within the community or a lack of information about services en-
tering into the immigrant communily, The development of a peer suppaort
volunteer program will help lo overcome thesa obstacles. This program will
be two-fold: some peer workers will bring back education about HIVIAIDS
and PHAN into their diverse communities, while others will provide one-to-
one interim support to clients. The second aspeact of this program will en-
sura thal chent seraces are available on a continugl basis and are nol com-
promised by staff shornages.

It is our hope that this grant will help us raise the quality of services avail-
able to our cliants; recruil naw volunteers; provide new and exciting opporiu-
nifies for volunteers; and to network with those in the mullicultural communi-
ties. Once again, thank you Onlario Trillium Foundation for your support.
